Kym Sosolik is director of Leadership and Organizational Development 
with Cox, Executive Education at Southern Methodist University.  Her 
responsibilities include the development and delivery of high quality, 
contemporary, customer-focused leadership development programs 
focused on leadership, human capital, and organizational development 
within the business community.

While in 
this role she designed and instituted new management development programs, developed a 
competency based performance management system, formalized succession planning 
processes, and created a management assessment program to identify high potential 
candidates.
